Federal Quota Registration of Blind Students as of JANUARY 3, 2011
For purposes of the Federal Act to Promote the Education of the Blind
All students eligible for the annual Federal Quota Registration on the first Monday of January must:
1. Have a “central visual acuity of 20/200 or less in the better eye with correcting glasses, or a peripheral field so contracted that the widest diameter of such field subtends an angular distance no greater than 20 degrees,” OR function at the definition of blindness when visual performance is reduced by brain injury or dysfunction;

2. Be enrolled in a formal education program, less than college level; and 
3. Have a written educational plan.
